1: Superhero 
Figures

Pupils pose in a 'superhero' 
stance for their partner to 
sketch and then use wire 
and plasticine to turn their 
drawings into a three-
dimensional form.

Looking at emojis, children 
consider emotions and learn 
how making slight changes 
to the eyes, mouth and 
eyebrows significantly alters 
an expression.

3: Multimedia 
Superheroes 
Part 1

In the first of three lessons 
based on the work of Roy 
Lichtenstein, children 
work in groups to create a 
composition with figures, 
splashes and action words, 
adding texture, definition and 
pattern to the piece.

4: Multimedia

lesson, in groups, children 
work a colour wash into 
their piece and using their 
fingers, apply a dot matrix 
effect, similar to that in 
Lichtenstein's ‘Explosion’.
