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 The Christian creation story is in Genesis, the first book of the Bible. It shows Christians that God created the world from nothing in just 6 days, resting on the 7th day. God is believed to have asked humans to look after the rest of creation which meant they had responsibility to look after the Earth and all its inhabitants.


Christians believe that God the Creator cares for his creation, including human beings  


Christians believe that as humans do best when they listen to God. 


The Bible shows that God wants to help people to be close to him


Christians believe God made our wonderful world and so we should look after it. 


The Bible tells a story (in Genesis 3) about how humans spoiled their friendship with God (called ‘The Fall’) 


The Fall means that humans can’t get close to God without God’s help 


Christians believe it is important to say sorry when they do something wrong and ask God for forgiveness through prayers.
