	Staff/classes visited – Class 5 – Andrew Martin – Science
Living things and their habitats’

	I addressed the issues that were mentioned from the previous observation.

English and Maths progress since lockdown – AM stated that by the end of the summer it was still clear that progress had been made but there are still some gaps that crop up. However, these are still being addressed with intervention, a focus in particular on some SEND pupils. Google classroom now being used and having a positive impact as children not missing out when at home. 

	Brief notes (what I heard/saw/noticed):
I started the lesson with a couple of the pupils explaining what they had been doing in the previous biology topic, they were extremely proud and it is no wonder when I saw the work they had all produced. They had been working with university students to complete a project, they even won a competition! I have attached a couple of photos describing and showing their work.
The lesson objective was ‘Living things and their habitats’. A recap of previous knowledge check from year 4 through effective questioning of students and looking through their books. The pupils clearly new what they were learning in the lesson. The Metacognitive strategy in place clearly having an impact, they were also able to demonstrate how they are moving forward with their knowledge. This is obviously a strategy being used in many of their lessons.
The pupils were engaged in the lesson, inquisitive, animated, focused, questioning new words and showed a thirst for knowledge. They were being challenged throughout the lesson, scaffolding questions being asked and the pupils were obviously keen to please. 

When talking to pupils they were proud of their work and enjoyed discussing their lesson as well as previous lessons, demonstrating they had a clear understanding of what to expect in each lesson and how the process effects their learning. 
On the whole the pupils were focused, understood behavioural expectations, clear on what they were learning, how to move forward in their learning and how the process of the lesson deepens their understanding. 


	Positive Comments:
Such a brilliant and engaging lesson, demonstrating a structure and positive learning environment in AMs classroom that allows the pupils to continually move forward with their learning. I was hugely impressed.
AM has a great teacher/pupil relationship with all the pupils in Class 5.
It is clear the pupils have a great behaviour for learning instilled in them.

The metacognitive process being used regularly in lessons is hugely effective (what do I know? what do I want to find out? and how will I find this out?).

AM feels Vicky is supportive and realistic in her expectations throughout these tough times.


	Questions: 
Google classroom is great for ensuring the pupils can still access work from home, however this is added work for the teachers to plan a lesson in the class and to ensure it is accessible for pupils at home. Is there a way to make this easier? A bank of lessons ready? Over the year a collection of lessons will come together and can be sent out?

Is it being used for homework? Can it be used to reduce the teacher workload over time?
